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Post 10275, Pattaya

This post was established and opened in September of 1972, has thus far undertaken two worthy projects.  The first of these was a Christmas dinner and party for 150 Thai orphans.  The other project was inspired by the orphans coupled with the traditional American love for children.  The Post members have endeavored to start an orphanage in the Pattaya area.  The use of approximately seven acres of land for this purpose has been donated by the Catholic Bishop of Chantaburi and land clearing work has started in late January of 1973.  American volunteers are presently working on the construction and development of facilities to house and provide

for the welfare of about 250 children.  It is anticipated that this project will progress and provide assistance for other needy and deserving persons.
Post 2054, Samaesan
This post previously had it's post home and canteen located on Royal Thai Navy property.  Last summer the Navy required the return of this property for security reasons but it is expected that a new post home will be opened in a short time.  This post should be very large by the end of this year and able to support a strong community aid program.  The assistance of the American wives living in the area has been of invaluable assistance in the past and will ensure the success of future projects undertaken by the Samaesan Post: They have donated 1000 pounds of rice, other food items, several dozen sheets and surgical soap for the Naklua Public Health Hospital.  Once this was done it was discovered that the operating room was not air conditioned.  An air conditioner unit was procured and installed.  This has vastly reduced operating time and also greatly improved chances for patient recovery without undue complications.  Textbooks have been provided to the Royal Thai Naval Training Command for use as training aids.
